PETITION FOR REINSTATEMENT AFTER FINANCIAL AID SUSPENSION

If you are petitioning for reinstatement of your financial aid, you must submit a letter prior to the beginning of the semester for which you are seeking reinstatement.  Your letter must include the following: Name, Student I.D. No., Current Address, Local Phone, E-Mail Address, your Major, and answers to the questions below.  Provide as much information as possible that you think will help support your case.  

QUESTIONS PERTAINING TO FINANCIAL AID SUSPENSION

Please give as much information as possible.
1. Why did you fail to meet the minimum GPA requirements and/or minimum number of credits required by the Financial Aid Office?  Give specific reasons for your poor academic performance if that is the case.  If you are on academic probation be sure to address the steps you plan to take to return to good academic standing.
2. If you withdrew from a semester for medical or personal reasons, please provide an explanation and provide medical documentation.  The Committee will want to know if your medical problems have improved since the time of your withdrawal from the University.

3. Why is the College justified in recommending the reinstatement of your financial aid?  What will you do to guarantee that you will meet the required GPA and progress from this point at a reasonable rate of twelve credits per semester if you receive full financial aid, nine credits if you receive three-quarters time financial aid, and six credits if you receive part-time financial aid?
