Check List for Student Teaching in Music

You must apply and be accepted into the College of Education’s Teacher Education program.  The application to the Teacher Education program is on this web site, the College of Education web site and office, and in the LHSOM office.  You cannot take your final education class, EDTE463, Literacy in the Content Area, until you are accepted into the Teacher Education program.

Student Teacher Letter of Intent

You will need to complete a student teacher letter of intent packet to include the following information:
· Your teaching area--vocal or instrumental; secondary, middle school, or elementary. * At least 1/3 of your time must be with 7-12 because your certificate is secondary with music endorsement.

· Preferred placement location

· Reasons you wish to be located there. If far from Moscow, make your reasons compelling!  There is much extra work involved.

· Your musical autobiography

· Your resume

· Your philosophy of music education

· Your goals for student teaching

· Your unofficial web transcript annotated “Permission to share’ written on the first page and your signature and date.

Student Teacher Placement Information

We will need …

· To locate a mentor teacher who is interested in working with you.

· To get a permission letter from the principal of the school, or in some cases the department of Human Resources

· To send information about you to the principal and the mentor

· To arrange an interview between you and the mentor teacher

· In some cases to have a security check run by the school district

If you have a specific place in mind, continue with….

· Cooperating teacher, principal, and school you request

· Contact information for school, teacher and principal 

* Dual assignments are desirable (e.g. elementary with high school or middle school band) to give you the broadest possible experience.  K-12 is good because it gives you a taste of everything.
In the semester before you student teach all your coursework must be complete and you must have evidence of the following:

· That your recital has been completed or will be before you go out

· That you have passed the piano proficiency exam

· That you have been admitted to Teacher Education

· That you have been admitted to Music Education Upper Division

· That you have passed the Praxis II, #10113 exam. You cannot be placed to student teach without a passing score on Praxis II, Exam 10113
· Taskstream (www.taskstream.com) portfolio Introduction page and Standard 1, Content Knowledge, complete and uploaded into your portfolio.

· That your finger prints and police check are completed.  If you are student teaching outside Idaho, you will need to be finger printed again for Idaho certification.  The fee is $50 and subject to change.  Check the College of Education website as they sometimes bring the police finger print team on campus and this is often less expensive.  You can also call the office at 208-885-6772 to see the next time you can be finger printed on campus.

·  That your transcript has been checked (a degree audit run)
